... Atany given moment, however, a relatively
small number of words may be spelled in
more than one way., Graduaily, as a rule,
one of these forms comes to be generally
preferred, and the less customary form comes
to look obsolete and is discarded. From
time to timec new forms, mostly simplifications,
are introduced by innovators, and either win
their place or die of neglect.

The practical objection to unaccepted and
oversimplified spellings 1s the disfavor with
which they are received by the reader. They
distract his attention and exhaust his patience,
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- He reads the form though automatically,

- without thought of its needless complexity; he
‘peads the abbreviation ¢he and mentally sup-
 plies the missing letters, at the cost of a
fraction of his attention, The writer hap
“defeated his own purpose.
